A motion was made by Councilmember Wojahn and seconded by Councilmember
Molinatto to authorize the Mayor to sign a letter to Mr. Richard Hughes in support of the
MHAA grant application for the Lackawanna Streetscape, and to authorize staff to
proceed with the grant application.

Councilmember Wojahn stated the MHAA grant application is due at the end of the week, and
that the North College Park Citizens Association endorsed the project. He thinks these
streetlights will help improve public safety.
