During the Regular Meeting on May 27, 2014, the College Park City Council

took the following actions:

e Authorized free Saturday parking in the downtown parking garage from

e Approved a Resolution of the Mayor and Council of the City of College Park,
Maryland adopting the recommendation of the Advisory
Planning Commission regarding variance application number CPV-

2014-01, 8805 Patricia Court, College Park, Maryland, recommending
approval of a variance from Section 27-120.01 (C) of the Prince
George’s County Zoning Ordinance, “Front Yards Of Dwellings,” to
expand a driveway in the front yard by adding an additional 4 feet in
width and 17 feet in length.

e Approved an I-Net- ICBN Agreement for use of Fiber Optic Cable.

e Authorized an inter-departmental task force to draft the framework for a
City Sustainability Plan and to identify resources that will assist the City in this
effort.

e Adopted 14-0-02, an Ordinance of the Mayor and Council of the City of
College Park, Maryland to Adopt the Fiscal Year 2015 Operating and
Capital Budget of the City of College Park, Maryland.

e Adopted 14-0-03, an Ordinance of the Mayor and Council of the City of
College Park, Amending Chapter 87, “Building Construction” to add §87-25,
“Installation And Maintenance Of Underground Utilities In City Rights Of Way”
and amending Chapter 110, “Fees And Penalties ", §110-1 “Fees And
Interests” to include the fees imposed under §87-25.

e Approved a letter to the Prince George’s County Planning Board with the City’s
comments and recommendations on the Preliminary College Park-Riverdale
Park Transit District Development Plan.

amount not to exceed $45,000 for engineering services — Duvall Field
Concession/Restroom Building.

$115,000 for supply, design and shipping of the Duvall Field
Concession/Restroom Building.

. Adopted the FY 2015 Action Plan (of the 2010 — 2015 Strategic Plan).

e East bound Stadium Drive from Route 193 (Greenbelt Road/University
Boulevard)

e Arrive early. Heavy traffic is expected to begin around 7:30 p.m.

e Late arrivals will be directed to park in outlying lots, which will offer free
parking, but shuttle services will not be available. +

e Use the Mowatt Lane Garage to avoid some of the congestion

e Disabled visitors are encouraged to arrive early as disabled parking is
limited in Lot Z.

o The best routes to exit campus will be Stadium Drive to Route 193, or
Campus Drive to either Adelphi Road or U.S. Route 1.

There may be some new traffic patterns, so follow police direction.

WASTE REDUCTION IDEAS FOR THE SUMMER

There are countless easy ways to reduce your impact on the environment as
you enjoy summer activities with family and friends:

e Are you traveling? Reduce waste by packing snacks to have along the way,
instead of stopping to buy food with excess packaging. Before you leave, plan
ahead to find out if there are any local farmers markets along the way to your
travel destination.

e Don't forget to bring reusable shopping bags wherever you go!

e Make sure to check out locations for recycling stations at parks, athletic fields,
museums, etc. If you don’t see one, take the extra step to bring your recyclables
home and put them in your blue cart.

e Hosting a summer barbecue or party? Reduce your waste by choosing reusable
dishes and utensils instead of disposable alternatives. If you are hosting a party,
consider purchasing sturdy cups or mugs for guests to decorate and take home.

e Working in your garden? Don’t forget that you can recycle clean (rinsed)
plastic flower pots and other gardening-related hard plastics in your blue
recycling cart; they must have a triangle with # 1-7.

e Be mindful of how much water you use on your lawn and garden. Install a rain
barrel (or two) to reduce the amount of municipally-sourced water you use;
you may find this results in big savings on your water bill.
