BOLC contingent upon successfully negotiating a Property Use 
Agreement with Alan Wanuck/Curley’s Grill, that is consistent with 
other agreements. 

 
The aforementioned Motion was made by Councilmember Peña-Melnyk and seconded by 
Councilmember Fellows.
