Issue Before Council: Reaffirm City Council support and direction to expand certain City services to Davis 
Hall  

Strategic Plan Goal: #6 Excellent Services 

Background/Justification:  In November 2015, staff indicated that certain City services would be expanded to 
include Davis Hall in order to accommodate resident and councilmember requests.  Starting on June 6, 2016, 
the City began providing the following services from 8 am until 6 pm at Davis Hall: 
 

 Payment and processing for all parking zone permits 

 Payment of all City parking fines (not City speed camera fines) 

 Appeals forms for parking violations 

 Maryland Non-Resident Vehicle Registration permit   

 MVA flag releases due to non-payment of parking fines 

 Purchase or renew the Prince George’s County annual pet license (dogs, cats, and ferrets)  

During June and July, it's anticipated that two employees will be available to provide these expanded services 
at Davis Hall from 4 pm until 6 pm since Public Works typically closes at 4 pm.  This time period is being 
staffed by two members during this time for two reasons: 1) training purposes; and 2) to ensure staff safety.  
Staff will monitor and track safety issue and concerns, and service demand at the end of each month to 
determine if two employees or one employee continues to be needed during the 4 pm to 6 pm period.  If only 
one employee is needed, staffing will be decreased.   

 
 

Fiscal Impact:   No increase in labor costs is anticipated due to modifying staff schedules in order to 
accommodate this change in hours.  Material costs associated with an additional computer terminal and office 
supplies has been marginal.  
 

Council Options:   
1. Reaffirm Council support and direction to expand certain City services to Davis Hall 
2. Provide direction to staff eliminate or amend expanded services at Davis Hall 
3. Direct staff to conduct additional research.  

Staff Recommendation: Staff will take direction.

ORDINANCE 

OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE PARK AMENDING 

CITY CODE CHAPTER 138 “NOISE”, §§138-2, “DEFINITIONS” TO REVISE THE 

DEFINITIONS OF DAY AND NIGHT TO SHORTEN THE HOURS DURING WHICH  

CERTAIN NOISE GENERATING ACTIVITIES MAY TAKE PLACE ON 

SATURDAYS, SUNDAYS AND HOLIDAYS 

 

 WHEREAS, the Local Government Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland provides 

that the Mayor and Council of the City of College Park, Maryland  have the authority to pass such 

ordinances as it deems necessary to preserve peace and good order, and to protect the health, 

comfort and convenience of the citizens of the municipality; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council determined that the residents of the City have a right 

to an environment that is free from noise that may jeopardize their health, general welfare or 

property and as a result adopted Chapter 138, “Noise”; and 

 WHEREAS,  the Mayor and Council have determined that it is in the public interest to 

amend Chapter 138 to further limit the hours during which certain noise generating activities, such 

as yard maintenance, can take place on Saturdays, Sundays and holidays. 

Section 1.  NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED, by the Mayor 

and Council of the City of College Park, Maryland that Chapter138 “Noise”, §138-5, “Prohibited 

acts” be, and is hereby, repealed, re-enacted and amended to read as follows: 

§138-2 Definitions. 

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

 Section 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Mayor and 

Council of the City of College Park that, upon formal introduction of this proposed Ordinance, 

which shall be by way of a motion duly seconded and without any further vote, the City Clerk 

shall distribute a copy to each Council member and shall maintain a reasonable number of copies 

in the office of the City Clerk and shall publish this proposed ordinance or a fair summary thereof 

in a newspaper having a general circulation in the City of College Park together with a notice 

setting out the time and place for a public hearing thereon and for its consideration by the Council.  

The public hearing, hereby set for _____ P.M. on the ______ day of ___________, 2016, shall 

follow the publication by at least seven (7) days, may be held separately or in connection with a 

regular or special Council meeting and may be adjourned from time to time.  All persons 

interested shall have an opportunity to be heard.  After the hearing, the Council may adopt the 

proposed ordinance with or without amendments or reject it.  As soon as practicable after 

adoption, the City Clerk shall have a fair summary of the Ordinance and notice of its adoption 

published in a newspaper having a general circulation in the City of College Park and available at 

the City's offices.  This Ordinance shall become effective on _______________, 2015 provided 

that a fair summary of this Ordinance is published at least once prior to the date of passage and 

once as soon as practical after the date of passage in a newspaper having general circulation in the 

City.
