Off-Campus Jurisdiction
With the third year of expanded jurisdiction, OSC saw another increase in the number of incidents being
referred from off-campus locations.

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¢ 53% of non-academic cases occurred at off campus locations compared to 47% during the
previous reporting period.

e OSC received 258 off-campus referrals resulting in 395 charges of misconduct. Prince George’s
County Police Department referred 50 cases (19.4%) of off-campus misconduct.

e Most incidents occurred in Old Town, College Park, which is consistent with where the largest
numbers of satellite fraternity and/or sorority houses are located.
